-Wulf Fw-61 had successfully demonstrated hover and controllable rearward, sideward, and forward flight (to 76 mph).

The FockeWulf Fw-61, generally regarded as the first successful helicopter Two enterprising American engineers with autogyro
experience, Dr. Laurence LePage and Haviland H. Platt, formed a company with the goal of being the first to produceelicopte
the states based on the F84 design. Their attempt to contract with the German company to build Focke helicopters in the USA
failed because of the deteriorating political conditions between Nazi Germany and the U.S. Nevertheless when a request for p
posals for the development and production of a VT€dpable rotorcraft was issued by the U.S. Army in 1940, the-B&Rage

Aircraft Company submitted the successful bid. The Rla®Rage XR with laterallydisplaced rotors on outriggers, similar the

provenFw6 1 confi guration, therefore became the Armyoés fimsst h
caused that contract to be terminated in 1945 and the Army turned to the more successful Sikorsky XRor i t 6s fir s
rotorcraft.

The PlattLePage XR Before the PlatLePage Aircraft Company folded in 1946, Havilland Platt obtained a U.S. patenttfor a til
rotor aircraft that appears to be derived from the XR

In the patented concept the XR outrigger structures are
replaced by wings and the rotors, mounted on the wing
tips, are capable of being moved from a horizontal plane
(for helicopter operations) to the vertical plane (for air-
plane flight). It is not known if Platt was aware that a
similar configuration was patented in England or that a tilt
rotor aircraft was being developed in Germany during
WWII, but that project was discontinued in 1943 after
allied bombs destroyed the facility in which it was being

built.
