.A Reminder - FAA Issues Final Rule On Airmen Certificate Replacements 

The FAA issued a final rule that will require all pilots to re-

place their paper airmen certificate with a counterfeit -

resistant plastic certificate by March 31, 2010. After that date 

paper pilot certificates may no longer be used to exercise pi-

loting privileges. Three years after this date, certain other 

paper airmen certificates, such as those for flight engineers 

and mechanics, may no longer be used to exercise the privi-

leges authorized by those certificates. Student pilot certificates, temporary certificates, and authoriza-

tions are not affected under this rule.  

 

EAA encourages its members to replace their paper certificates soon, keeping in mind there is cur-

rently a slight backlog at the Airmen Registry branch with many pilots seeking replacement certificates 

to comply with the new ICAO "English Proficient" endorsement requirement.  

 

To make the replacement process as quick and easy as possible, the FAA has set up a system that al-

lows certificate holders to request a replacement online at http://www.faa.gov/licenses_certificates/ .

Open Issues:  David Consbruck reported on the Board of 
Directors Meeting that was held April 6

 , 2010.  He gave 

the status of the our filing for our 501 (3) C, nonprofit corpo-
ration standing.

He announced that the program for next 
month will be the Switchblade airplane program that had 
been promised several times in the past. 

Don Van Sant gave a brief update on the Golden West fly 
in.

New Business:  None 

Safety:  Coral Leach gave a brief presentation regarding 
some FDC Blanket NOTAMS that are issued.  The main 
one that effects us is what is referred to as the Stadium 
NOTAM.  It reads in part that ñcommencing one hour be-
fore the event until one hour after the event all aircraft op-
erations are prohibited within a 3 nautical mile range up to 
and including 3000 ft AGL of any stadium with a seating 
capacity of 30,000 or more where either a regular or post 
season MLB, NFL, NCAA Football game is occurring and 
also applies to NASCAR or INDY Car races excluding 
qualifying or prerace events.ò  He further went on the dis-
cuss how these may apply and how to recognize them on 
sectional charts etc.  The best thing to do is stay above 
3000 ft AGL and you can avoid any problems. 

Program:   Dick Rupe assisted by Bill Turpie and Don 
Rhyne, brought in his  recently completed Escapade kit 
and discussed some of the problems he had with the 
Aerovee Engine  and opened the plane for all to view and 
ask questions about.  After some setup he gave a demon-
stration on how to heat shrink and coat the cloth covering 
that he used on his project.  He brought in several practice 
panels of frames that were covered with the centonite 
cloth that had not been shrunk.  He supplied ironôs  and let 
all those that wanted to try their hand at shrinking the cloth 
do so.  This was a very well received program and think all 
those that attended learned something.  Everyone ap-
plauded Dick and his helpers for a job well done.  Dick 
Rupe is an excellent source for questions regarding this 
process as well as sheet metal work.

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Mystery Aviation  

Personality  
 

After barnstorming in the early 

1920s this Mystery Aviation Per-

sonality founded, with his 

brother, a company that bore 

their name to build small, high -

wing, inexpensive airplanes in 

1926.  In 1928 his brother was 

killed an airplane crash.  With 

poor sales threatening the fu-

ture of the company, he accepted 

an offer to move to Bradford, PA 

in 1929 -  where a manufacturing 

facility and investment capital 

was promised by a local busi-

nessman.  The economic depres-

sion brought the company to 

bankruptcy in 1931 and the local 

investor bought the company's 

assets for $761. Although he re-

mained as president to develop 

new aircraft, disagreements with 

the investor, who now controlled the company, over changes to his design led to the in-

vestor "buying out" his contract in 1935.  Variants of the design he initiated became one 

of the highest - produced aircraft of all time.  Our Mystery Aviation Personality continued 

in the aircraft industry with another company that bore his name, but sold his interests 

in 1942.  He died in 1988.

As a pilot, only two bad things can happen to you and one 
of them will. 
a. One day you will walk out to the aircraft knowing that it 
is your last flight. 
b. One day you will walk out to the aircraft not knowing 
that it is your last flight. 

 

There are Rules and there are Laws. The Rules are made 
by men who think that they know how to fly your airplane 
better than you.  Laws (of Physics) are made by the Great 
One. You can, and sometimes should, 
suspend the Rules but you can never suspend the Laws. 
 
About Rules: 
a. The rules are a good place to hide if you don't have a 
better idea and the talent to execute it. 
b. If you deviate from a rule, it must be a flawless perform-
ance. 
(e.g., If you fly under a bridge, don't hit the bridge). 
 
The ideal pilot is the perfect blend of discipline and ag-
gressiveness. 

 

To become a jet pilot, one must be an egomaniac with low 
self esteem. 
 
The medical profession is the natural enemy of the avia-
tion profession. 
 
Ever notice that the only experts who decree that the age 
of the pilot is over are people who have never flown any-
thing? Also, in spite of the intensity of their feelings that 
the pilot's day is over I know of no expert who has volun-
teered to be a passenger in a non-piloted aircraft. 
 
Before flight, make sure that your bladder is empty and 
your fuel tanks are full! 

 

He who demands everything that his aircraft can give him 
is a pilot; he that demands one iota more is a fool

night, over water or rugged terrain. 
 
The aircraft limits are only there in case there is another 
flight by that particular aircraft. If subsequent flights do not 
appear likely, there are no limits. 
 
Flying is a great way of life for men who want to feel like 
boys, but not for those who still are. 

Flying is a hard way to earn an easy living. 
 
Forget all that stuff! about lift, gravity, thrust and drag. An 
airplane flies because of money. If God had meant man to 
fly, He'd have given him more money. 
 
Hopefully a pilot never runs out of airspeed, altitude, and 
ideas all at the same time!!! 
 
'If the Wright brothers were alive today Wilbur would have 
to fire Orville to reduce costs.' ( From the President  of 
DELTA Airlines.) 
 
In the Alaska bush I'd rather have a two hour bladder and 
three hours of gas than vice versa. 
 
It's not that all airplane pilots are good-looking. Its Just that 
good-looking people seem more capable of flying air-
planes.  Or so seasoned observers contend. 
 
I've flown in both pilot seats, can someone tell me why the 
other one is always occupied by an idiot?
